4.2 Missing Diagram Stations (Make 3 sets of these…label A1 – A5, B1 – B5, C1 - C5)





1.  The altitude to the base of an isosceles triangle bisects the vertex angle.






2.  If two angles of one triangle are congruent to two angles of another triangle, then the remaining pair of angles is also congruent.





3.  The median to the base of an isosceles triangle divides the triangle into 2 congruent triangles. 






4.  If the median to a side of a triangle is also an altitude to the same side, then the triangle is isosceles. 





5.  The bisector of the vertex angle of an isosceles triangle is perpendicular to the base.
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
