· spark meaningful connections with prior knowledge and personal experiences.
· are written in an open-ended style with no one right answer. 
· transfer to other subjects and situations. 
· communicate in kid-friendly language. 
· revisited throughout the unit and the year. 
· focus on the standards, giving direction to instructional planning.
· include about 2-5 per unit.
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
