[bookmark: _GoBack] Activity: Equation Race
Prior to class hang up 10-15 problems in the hallway (i.e. 5x = 60).  Students should work in groups of at least 2.  One student will be the runner and the other will be the recorder.  When the teacher says go, the runner has to run to each sign to get the question.  The runner runs back to the recorder and tells him/her the question.  The runner continues until all questions are written down.  When all the questions are written down, both students work together to solve the equation.  First team finished wins.
